Planning agencies, consultants, recreationalists, decision 

makers and others now have a complete GIS inventory of all 

protected parks and open space areas in California. Mapped 

mostly at the assessor parcel level, CPAD contains 50,000 

holdings totaling 49 million acres, owned by over 900 public 

agencies and non-profits. CPAD does not yet include lands 

protected through easements, and does not include non-

open space recreational facilities.

Created by GreenInfo Network, CPAD data are appropriate 

for development of city and county general plans, strategic 

conservation planning conservation, assessment of options 

for trail systems, display maps of recreation opportunities, 

analysis of urban parks sufficiency, and more.  CPAD data 

are not appropriate for legal boundary determinations or 

formal regulatory decisions.
